Tuesday 6 June

Operation Strong Angel Background

The RIM of  the Pacific is basically a  joint military simulation exercise involving the seven members of the Coalition (USA, Canada, Japan, Korea, Australia, Chile, UK) which takes place every two years. In year 2000’s operation, for the first time in 26 years, a humanitarian component called Strong Angel has been added with the objective of determining duties and responsibilities of agencies and forces in the joint relief operation.

This objective will be achieved through the implementation and joint coordination of a Civilian Military Operation Center (CMOC), which will serve as a central liaison point between the civilian staff and military forces, coordinating requests for logistic, security or operational support.

Tuesday 6 June

Security Council resolution passed and MNF deployed. On Tuesday 6 June USS Coronado set sail for the Big Island (Phase 2) at 16:00 hrs from Pearl Harbor with representatives from HCR, Unicef and WFP.
